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June 2020 - September 2020: Coast Salish Wool Weaving - The Indigenous Regalia of the
Salish Sea

Coast Salish Wool Weaving participants recognized and distinguished the context from the content that
is the indigenous regalia of the Salish Sea. During our hybrid offering of both in-person and
asynchronous learning opportunities they identified, cleaned, and processed plant and animal fibers.
They took these fibers and spun them on a traditional spindle whorl. They dyed their hand-spun yarn
with native plant materials. Utilizing the yarns they produced they warped up a traditional Coast Salish
two bar loom and finished their weaving. The goal of the class was to engage in the entire process from
raw fibers to completed wool weaving, while recognizing a larger Coast Salish worldview. Participants
also completed a mid-session reflection assignment to synthesize their new learning. As well as an end-
of-session reflective narrative of their overall learning.
